highlighted the following:
· For the first 6 months of the year the plan is $200,000

below budget.

· Reviewed the budget for 2016-17 and each district’s 

Financial responsibility based on the number of claims and experience modifications for each district.

· Greene’s portion of the budget is $87,000 for next year which is the second lowest in the Consortium.

· Greene’s contribution went down due to fewer claims made.

· If a district has a poor year, it levels out by being part of a larger group.  Greene is doing well and is benefiting from being a member of the Consortium.
POOL UPDATE
- Mr. Rubitski updated the Board on the pool repairs.  A heating bundle has been installed to help expedite bringing the water temperature up.  The independent boiler is being prepared to install which will be used for the building’s hot water and supplement heating the pool.
