Rules Related to the Laboratory Requirements for Admission to the

New York State Regents Exam in Science



A course requirement for admission to Regents Examination in Earth Science, Biology, Chemistry and Physics is the completion and acceptance of the student’s laboratory work.  The following are statements relating to the disposition of the requirement:

I. No student will be admitted to the Regents exam in Science until the laboratory requirement is met.

II. The lab requirement states: the student must complete a minimum of thirty credits of lab work to be eligible for the Regents exam.

III. A written report of each laboratory investigation is required.  It must be in acceptable format and accurate to the specifications of the teacher and must be kept on file for (6) months following the Regents.

IV. The student will be given appropriate time as specified by the teacher to create and hand in a laboratory report for an academic grade.

V. Missed labs due to absence must be made up within one week of the student’s return to class unless other arrangements are made with the teacher.  

VI. If the lab is not completed within one week, the labs will be sent home for the parent to sign in acknowledgement of their child’s choice to not complete the lab.  The lab will no longer be accepted for Regents credit and will be an academic zero.

VII. All corrections of unacceptable labs must be done and handed into the teacher by the end of the five-week marking period.  Any lab not handed in by this time will no longer be accepted for Regents credit.

VIII. Any student at the half-year point, who is missing enough labs to prevent them from reaching 30 credits by the end of the year, will be dropped from the course.

IX. All laboratory write-ups MUST be accepted and on file with the teacher by the day the Earth Science Lab Practical is administered.
X. Any student who does not meet the 30 credits by this time will have a letter sent home informing the parents that the student is not eligible for the Regents exam in June.
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
