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Strategies to Increase Reading Fluency
· Have your child track words with their finger, bookmark, or other type of a marker (post-it note/index card) during reading
· Model fluent reading by reading aloud to your child
· Remind your child to pause between sentences and phrases
· Read aloud together- have your child read the book along with you
· Echo Reading- have your child repeat what you have read
· Use clues in the text to help your child read unknown words
· Chunk words/sentences
· Practice reading sight word phrases
· Have your child listen to books on tape
· Repeated Readings-read favorite books over and over again
Specific Suggested Activites
· Many of these strategies can be completed by reading together with your child 15-20 minutes each day.  Sit together and “partner read”.  You read a page, he/she reads a page.  Have your child track the words when reading.  Sometimes have your child re-read a page or paragraph that you have read.  Sometimes have your child try to read along at the same time as you, matching your pace.
· Spend 5-10 minutes practicing sight word phrases.
· Get books on tape from the library or download an app that will read a book aloud with your child.
· Have your child choose a favorite picture book and practice reading it aloud 3-4 times.  At the end of that week, have them read it to a younger child
